A perennial herb, this plant only produces a single leaf, the likes of which is divided into 

several leaflets. A singly flower stalk is produced, a spathe, which resembles the long, 

flickering tongue of a lizard. The spadix holds a multitude of tiny flowers. These give rise to 

orange-red berries. Plants start to go dormant mid-summer as berries finish ripening. TOXIC
