Noted for its berries, this plant has the capacity to reach 6 to 9 feet tall if soil is correct and
moisture adequate. Flowers are small and pink and soon give way to fruit that is rose or lavender
pink in color. Fruit appears in clusters and stays on the plant well after leaves have fallen. These
berries are an important food for birds, especially the Northern Bobwhite. Deer love the foliage.
