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A deciduous shrub with showy fragrant flowers. Tolerant of a wide range of soils, but
prefers rich loams. Prune immediately after flowering to shape or maintain compactness.
Tends to sucker and often forms colonies in the wild. Remove root suckers promptly if
naturalization is not desired.
