Yellow, purple-spotted flowers appear among white, purple tinged leaf-like bracts.
These form a dense cluster on spikes and are aromatic. Even the leaves have a scent: like
Greek oregano. Good for butterflies and, like its namesake, for bees. This plant is also

known as horsemint.
